Although best known for search and rescue efforts and disaster assessment services, members are also involved in many community service activities. Local squadrons partner with organizations such as Remote Area Medical, Wreaths Across America and Operation Christmas Child. Many adult members volunteer their time mentoring cadets ages 12-20. Training and demonstrating leadership skills through the cadet program and motivating them to excel in math and science through the aerospace education program. · Both senior members and cadets learn a wide variety of search and rescue techniques utilizing maps and compasses along with GPS and electronic tracking devices

· Supports Basic Aerospace Education Workshop for Teachers 

· Tennessee Wing is a major player in this program providing teachers with flights in CAP aircraft.  Civil Air Patrol pilots volunteer their time each summer by introducing teachers to the Cessna 172 and 182 planes that undergird CAP in search and rescue activities and homeland security operations important to our nation.
