SAFETY PROGRAM NOTES

Normally we think of fuel contamination as water.  By taking a fuel sample we feel confident that we will observe any water by seeing a distinct separation line between the fuel and the water.  But have you ever seen a fuel strainer that contains only water?  It can and does happen.

Everyone knows 100LL has a light blue coloration added for identification.  But what you may not know is that over time the fuel strainer is also discolored by the blue.  Check it empty against a white background next flight and see.  

How do we check and really know the sample is fuel and not water or Jet A?  Place a drop on a piece of white paper.  True gasoline will evaporate very quickly and leave no trace or ring on the paper.  Jet A evaporates but leaves a distinct ring.  Water does not evaporate but tends to roll off the paper.

If you get a trace of water in the sample, untie the airplane and rock the wings to get any water drops to run towards the drains.  Then sample until all trace is removed from all the drains.
